Relocation Plan for St. George’s Elementary Delayed One Day

scheduled for Sunday, September 21 at 6:00 p.m. will now take place on Monday, 

September 22 at 6 p.m. at Topsail Elementary. 

� Grades Four to Six students and Challenging Needs students will attend school at St. 

Matthew’s Elementary, St. John’s.
