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Overview of School

Our School Community

Beachy Cove Elementary School is nestled in thedlaidf Portugal Cove-St. Philip’s. It
is operated under the trusteeship of Eastern Sdhistict, which has 122 schools and
approximately 44,000 students.

Our school served the educational needs of 61Estadiuring 2009-2010 from
kindergarten through to grade six. We were staffed 37.70 full time teaching staff.
On average, we had 16.2 students per teacher.

All students at Beachy Cove Elementary School kgibte for bus transportation.

The administrative team consisted of 2.0 units\aadhad a full time school counselor.
We had 2.5 specialist teachers in the areas ofaaunsl physical education, as well as a
0.75 unit for learning resources. A team of sudsnt assistants capably assisted many
of our students. In addition to school-based stedfrelied heavily upon the services of
district personnel including our educational psyobst, speech-language pathologist,
and other support services personnel. We alsgyedijthe services of a very dedicated
team of support staff including our secretary anstadial staff.
