Comments re results:

1. There was an improvement in the final resultgte course when compared to the
previous few years. This was encouraging giverfabethat that was one of our goals
last year was to improve the results and performafthe 3204 students. The marks for
our students going into the exam were minimallyhkig(1 mark) than they were for the
province. After the exam our students finishechwaih average of 3 marks higher than
the province.

2. Our students scored below the district and/ovipce on 13 of the 50 multiple choice
guestions on the exam. They did the better thamtbvince and/or district on 37 of the
guestions. While this result is encouraging, deat we need to closely examine these
guestions and the concepts that were being teste@ £an try to improve performance
on similar such questions in the future. Thesedbn questions were based on a total of
20 outcomes, some specific and some very broa@ae though we weren't given the
guestions, we were given a helpful description bateach of these questions entailed.

3. In the constructed response, our students séoned than the district and/or province
on two of the thirteen questions. The first ofstaéwo questions concerned calculating
instantaneous rate of change. Since this typeie$tipn appears @very public exam,

it is an area that needs extra attention duringeuew at the end of May next year.
This topic is covered early in the year and isadtrced and concluded very rapidly.
Review is essential. The other question that ptdeebe more challenging for our
students involved finding the length of a choraiaircle given that area of a specific
sector. This is one of the more difficult typesjokstions that students could see from
the circle unit so it deserves extra attentionrmystruction.
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4. Even though our performance on the multiple oheias, relatively, very strong, |
think we can attempt to maintain and maybe evenongthis performance by
encouraging our teachers to show the students bawse the graphing calculator to
check their solutions. Many of the multiple chogpeestions can be answered entirely
using this tool. The students have to be taught teouse the calculator effectively and
then they must practice what they have learnetiatathey don't forget.

5. We must continue to emphasize the importand®0%o attendance, regular practice

of the concepts outside of the math classroomfiaally being engaged in what is going

in the class as an active participant. When stisdane not in attendance, regardless of
the reason, they miss so much. Even good matls fage much of their effectiveness
when not accompanied by thorough explanations.

6. It is also important to make sure that all assesnt items during the year demand a

high level of competency from our students so they will be well prepared for the June

exam. lItis also necessary to maintain a good fraoeighout the course to ensure that
we don’t lose our momentum and that we completaitties in sufficient time to allow
for athorough review at the end of May.

1. The results for this course are good. The mianksur students going into the exam
and on the exam were higher than they were foptbeince. Given the background of
these students and the support that most receaiaeiome, | wouldn’t expect any less.
We will continue to strive towards maintaining teessults and hopefully improving
them.
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2. Our students scored above the province andéaditttrict in 47 of the 50 multiple
choice questions in part one of the exam. Giverotitcome descriptions supplied by the
Dept, we should easily be able to identify the egts that need increased attention
during our instruction and review.

3. In the constructed response, our students séoned than the district on only one of
the fourteen questions. It was the instantanemtesaf change question. Once again
review is critical to correct this occurrence ie fiuture.

4. This year we had an adjustment of 3 marks irh\3205. All students had three
marks added to their school score. Our math depdsito think carefully about this fact
because it is essentially saying that we are mgrkia hard when compared to the
province. Even though we want to prepare our stisd®r the public exam, we don’t
want them to be disadvantaged in terms of markswth@mes to scholarships and
recognition awards.

5. We need to discourage students from takingchisse if their history, in terms of
work ethic and ability, has shown them to be bedteted for the 3204 course. When
changes have to be made mid-year, it can be verymtive to students and teachers
alike.

Generally we are pleased with our Public Exam tesAll science courses were above
the provincial and District averages. With the gtmn of Earth Systems, Chemistry,
Physics and Biology have averages between 6 awmth&smbove both the provincial and
District averages. Two of our courses Biology aiistry saw positive adjustment
differences.

Over the past four years Biology has seen an iserdee average for both the school and
exam mark. Physics and Earth Systems have seén cignge in the averages (up and
down) over the last four years. Chemistry showsatst changes over the past four
years with a range from 70 to 77. Chemistry andskisyshows averages of 77 while
Biology has an average of 73 and Earth Systems 64.

Analysis of the topics covered for the 2010 exahtsrvs a weakness in Earth Systems in
the areas of Geosphere and Earth Through Time. &dtrese topics are covered in the
second term where absenteeism is a major factore 6 these classes can have 40%
absenteeism as the year progresses. Biology shaolesrease in the average mark for
Evolution, Change and Diversity; the contributi@ctbr here is time constraints to get
the course completed. In Chemistry and Physiogréi$ of study show consistent
averages. The results also indicate for the indafidopics in Biology, Chemistry and
Physics we are 8-10 points above the Provinciallisttict averages, while Earth
Systems is slightly above or below the Provincrad ®istrict averages.
