Overview of School

Our School Community

Goulds Elementaryis part of the Eastern School District, which 422 schools and 40 950 students. Our school ereatiim the
09-10 school year was 635 students in grades Kgadiem to Six. Goulds Elementary School is a risaghood school serving the
Goulds and Petty Harbour/Maddox Cove communitiggordximately one-half of the students travel to &od school by the school
bus with five busses providing this service.

Goulds Elementary School has a total of 40.00 dduea staff that includes 27 classroom teachedssBpecial services personnel.
We have 1.20 units of guidance, a .99 unit in Lis@yiResources & Technology, .31 Literacy/ Numer&cypport Specialist and a
1.50 unit in the areas of Physical Education & Mufur students also avail of the services of adb@acher and 2.0 units in
administration.

We also have five student assistants. In additostaff based at the school, we have itinerantges\for speech-language pathology,
hearing impairment, visual impairment and educati@sychology. Secretarial, maintenance and custoslipport services are also
provided.

Pupil-teacher ratio refers to the total numbertofients in our school compared to the total nunobeducational staff. For 2009-
2010 the pupil-teacher ratio @bulds Elementarywas 15.8 which is above the pupil-teacher ratit36 for the District.

Key Highlights/Special Projects

Goulds Elementary offers a full range of academmmgpams set by the Department of Education as aglbther programs and
activities to enhance the learning environmenboiar students. The prescribed curriculum includethyanguage arts, social studies,



science, French, religion, health, art, as welplagsical education and music. Along with the pribsd English program, we are
continuing to expand our French Immersion progrBoring this school year we offered this programmfrindergarten to Grade 6.
In addition, this year we offered an Intensive Clerench program for twolasses at the grade 6 level.

Goulds Elementary continues to offer ®ECOND STEP Program- a program that promotes empathy and is designesiuce
impulsive and aggressive behavior in children al ageincreasing their level of social competence.

Since speaking is an integral part of temguage Arts Program, public speaking is highly encouraged. Each stushegrades 2-6 is
involved in a public speaking event program, whicitminates with @&ublic Speaking Nightfor grades 4-6. Our grades 2 and 3
classes presented poems to their parents in acropatitive format during an afternoon poetry rdciédl students are encouraged to
speak not only in front of their class but alsatoe P.A. where they can share their writings andrige poetry.

This year we continued to have dBREAT (Goulds Reading Everyday All T ogether) Time Reading Every day from 10:30 to
10:45 all students and teachers are involved idingaaloud, silent reading or buddy reading. Thisollowed byGETAM (Goulds
Elementary Talking About Mathematics),a 15-minute period where students gather in grooig®lve problems and communicate
their mathematical reasoning.

This year we offered &indergarten InterventionProgram for thirteen of our Kindergarten students. Thisgyam ran for three
months and offered support to children who wereeerpcing difficulty with outcomes at the Kindergar level. Two retired
teachers facilitated this program whereby the ékmtKindergarten children attended both morningaftetnoon sessions for thirty-
Six sessions over a twelve-week period. Our ownlifaising efforts allow us this opportunity to sugpihe learning needs of these
young children. This early literacy program indesathe commitment Goulds Elementary places on oungest students and their
learning. We were also involved in the DepartmdnEducation’s"Kinderstart " program in 2009-10. Students entering school in
September 2010 attended five Kinderstart sessiotistheir parents. The Kinderstart Program affociddren the opportunity to
experience school life as well as eases the trangiom home to school.

The MUSIC PROGRAM at Goulds Elementary is a comensive literacy program where children learn taraad write music as

early as Grade 1. The Kindergarten program provitddren with the basic concepts necessary fomp@ng music literacy. This is

done through listening activities, games, movemergating and composing. All students of Gouldsnéletary were exposed to a
broad range of musical experiences throughoutdti®ol year. A variety of choral performances hgjited their musical talent.

Grade 2 students performed for parents and studlemisg our Thanksgiving Assembly in October and Guade 5 students and
choir held an assembly celebrating the Aboriginebgte of our country. Also in November our studeetsognized & honored the
men and women of the great wars of the twentietitucg. Our Grade 3 children celebrated the festiwason of Christmas with an
evening concert for parents. In April our Gradetddsnts presented a Spring Assembly for parentssamdents and our Grade 4
students presented an Environmental Assembly fienpe To conclude the year, our Kindergartens tiedd Farewell Concert for

parents in June and we said goodbye to our Gradedents with a School-Leaving Concert. Other oppaties for our Grades 4, 5
and 6 choirs to perform consisted of: our Spriny&ar-end Concerts, the Eastern School District'sr@hConnections and school
assemblies.

Newfoundland landscapes using watercolors.
